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Changes Continue on South Willamette Street 

  

While discreet, slight design changes are helping to better 
direct those who drive, bike and walk on parts of south 
Willamette Street. On the night of July 5, crews made 
several alterations to the restriping portion of the South 
Willamette Improvement Project, with the focus on the 
center turn lane. 
  

Following communication and follow up with business 
owners and drivers along the corridor, engineers directed 
contractors to remove the dedicated left turn lanes at non-
signalized intersections. Those turn lanes were replaced with two-way left turn lanes. These 
changes should better accommodate access to businesses. Crews also painted the new curb at 
the Woodfield Station yellow. This is intended to keep people from driving over it. 
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This spring south Willamette Street was restriped, 
from 24th to 29th avenues. Work included one travel 
lane in each direction, a center turn lane and a bicycle 
lane in each direction. As part of the project, crews 
installed a new traffic signal at Woodfield Station and 
widened the street in several locations. Engineers have 
also adjusted the timing of multiple traffic signals as 
the project progressed. 
  

Part of the South Willamette Improvement Project 
includes a year-long pilot study. Engineers are 
currently collecting traffic data to see how the changes 

impact those who use the street. All of the study information will be delivered to the City 
Council in the summer of 2017. Councilors could decide a permanent design for Willamette 
Street, ahead of a 2018 project to repave the street. For more information on the pilot project 
contact Chris Henry, Transportation Planning Engineer, at 541-682-8472.

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Tiny Fibers Provide Needed Reinforcement for Park 

  

While hard to notice, the ground is considerably more stable in parts of 
Maurie Jacobs Park. Public Works Maintenance crews earlier this month 
mixed thousands of sheets of tiny fibers into a sandy soil mix near the 
underground stormwater vault inside the park. 
  

The fiber sheets, each slightly larger than a postage stamp, are 
intended to reinforce the ground around the stormwater facility, 

specifically for heavy machinery. Large trucks are used to empty the vault which can contain 
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up to seven tons of debris. Because of the combined weight of the truck and debris, they can 
do a number on the soil, especially during the rainy season. 
  

The fiber sheets work by allowing grass roots to grow together, 
which then spreads the surface load out across a broader area. 
This should keep the soil intact during the vault cleanouts and 
keep soil repair to a minimum. For more information on the fiber 
installation project, call Rob Hallett, acting Subsurface 
Maintenance Manager, at 541-682-4838.

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Water Channel Restored to Improve Flows 
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A critical connection between the Willamette River and Delta 
Ponds is restored following years of abuse and inappropriate 
“engineering.” Public Works crews created an inlet weir as part 
of the Delta Ponds capital project in 2005. The intent was to 
allow water to flow into the Delta Ponds when the river was 
high. 
  

Over the years illegal campers used rock to add to the weir for 
dry passage to a favorite camp site. Vegetation then started 
growing in the elevated weir and trapping even more debris 
and further raising the channel’s bottom. 
  

Last month, public works crews from natural areas and 
engineering returned the weir to its designed height. They’re 
also working with a contractor to install a fence near the bike 
path. This will help keep illegal campers and their bikes out of 
the area.
