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New Program rEV's Up! 

  
Over 30 people attended the first workshop at the 

UO last week to learn more about transitioning to 

an electric vehicle and the new rEV Up Eugene 
discount program.  The presentation discussed 

not just the environmental benefits of EV 

ownership, but also potential cost 

savings.  Electric vehicles are cheaper to operate 
because they are virtually maintenance free and 

because electricity is a less expensive fuel source 

than gasoline.  According to the U.S. Department 
of Energy, for the cost of a gallon of gas, you can 

drive 113 miles in an electric vehicle compared to 

under 30 miles in a gas-powered car.  Put another 
way, the average local driver could save about 

$850 in fuel costs per year. 
  
People who attend the workshop can then take 

advantage of a steep discount being offered at 

Lithia Nissan on the 2016 LEAF.   The pre-negotiated group discount and federal 
tax credit will take about $15k off the sticker price of the car.   Plus, EWEB is now
