Did you know that Oregon has an 
early literacy problem? According 

to the Oregon Chief Education 

Office, “Early literacy is one of 
the greatest predictors of lifelong 

success and yet nearly one third 

of Oregon third graders are not 
reading proficiently by third 

grade. Students reading above 

grade level in the third grade, 
are twice as likely to graduate 

high school and three times as 

likely to go on to college.” 
  
Eugene Public Library is addressing this problem in a variety of ways, including the 

volunteer-fueled program Storytime To Go. The Library trains volunteers to bring 

skill-building storytimes to local childcare settings, using kits that include books, 
interactive visual elements, songs, and more. These professionally-designed 

storytimes engage young children, encourage their love of reading, and boost their 

early literacy skills. 
  
Currently, twelve Storytime To Go volunteers are making a difference in young 

lives throughout Eugene. And there are more childcare settings eager to receive 

this service. As new volunteers sign on, they are matched to childcares on the 
waiting list. 
  
According to volunteer Kelly Terwilliger, “It’s really a wonderful thing to be able to 
share the world of books, stories, and language in general with people who are just

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Hate & Bias Incident Reporting and Response 

  

The City of Eugene actively implements its Hate and Bias Response Plan, including 

responding to and tracking incidents, providing support to victims of incidents and 
producing an annual Hate and Bias report. 
  

Although staff have seen no noticeable increase in recent days in reports directly 

to the City’s Human Rights and Neighborhood Involvement office or the Eugene 

Police Department, they have heard of local incidents from partner agencies. 
  

The City of Eugene’s Office of Human Rights and Neighborhood Involvement 

(HRNI) encourages community members experiencing discrimination, hate or bias 
to report these incidents. According to the Department of Justice only 25-42% of 

all hate and bias crimes are reported. For more information, please contact the

Olympian Carl Lewis, the exhibit presents a living history that reflects challenge, 

triumph, faith, and hope.   
  

The journey to establish the museum began a century ago with a call for a national 

memorial to honor the contributions of African American Civil War veterans. After 
decades of efforts by private citizens, organizations and members of Congress, 

federal legislation was passed in 2003 to create the National Museum of African 

American History and Culture. Since then, thousands of artifacts have been 
collected to fill the inspiring new building that has risen on the National Mall.  
  

Through its exhibitions and programs, the museum provides a shared lens to view 
the nation’s history and the possibility for hope and healing. According to the 

Smithsonian Institution, “It is a place where all can gather to remember, reflect
