The 12' wide Amazon Shared Use Path ends at E 34™ Avenue. Continuing due
south, many cyclists elect to use the 5' sidewalk creating conflicts with
pedestrians and transit riders near bus stops. Amazon Path users can also select
| East or West Amazon Drive to continue south by crossing Hilyard Street. There is
a narrow bike lane for southbound cyclists on East Amazon, and a narrow bike
lane for northbound cyclists on West Amazon that many users find
uncomfortable. There are a number of transit stops along E and W Amazon Drive
and because the nearest bus stop may be across the Amazon Creek (which
divides E and W Amazon Drives) some patrons choose to leap across the Amazon
Creek rather than waiting for the bus to complete its return loop. There are also
two school sites - one on E Amazon and one on W Amazon - where the Amazon
Creek may form a barrier to student access. -

Extend the Amazon Path by widening the sidewalk on the west side of Hilyard
Street from E 34™ Avenue to the south end of Tugman park (where it would
intersect with an existing shared use path). Develop a separated two-way bicycle
facility on one side of the Amazon Parkway to increase cycling along this corridor
by students and new cyclists (this option was selected over buffered bike lanes or
a shared use path at a community meeting held 5/22/12; additional public process
is planned to confirm facility type and build consensus). Install two new
pedestrian bridge crossings and replace the existing bridge across Amazon Creek
for ADA compliance and to increase access to transit stops, schools, and the
proposed two-way bicycle facility (or similar).

The proposed projects will widen existing sidewalks for pedestrians, cyclists, and transit
riders between the Amazon Path and Tugman Park. It will also enhance the bicycling
facilities on East and West Amazon Drive by replacing one of the bike lanes (which is
less than 4' wide in some places) with a separated two-way bicycle facility (or similar).
Lastly, the project will increase transit access by creating passage over the Amazon
Creek connecting neighborhoods with transit stop locations. The bridges will improve
connectivity for all active transportation users by mitigating the creek barrier that
currently separates the Southeast Neighborhood for a distance of over 4,000 feet. All
projects can be completed within the existing public right-of-way and will formalize one-
third of a proposed north-south protected bikeway from the Willamette River on the
north to the Ridgeline Trail on the south.

Improving creek and roadway crossings will increase livability by eliminating barriers.

-| The crossings will improve access between commercial areas on Hilyard and East
Amazon Drive and will make it easier for school children to walk or bike to school. The
improvements will also make it easier to access several recreational amenities in the
area including the Rexius Running Trail, Ridgeline Hiking/Mountain Bike Trail, and
Tugman park's playground and field-play spaces. Safety will be improved for transit

| riders who currently choose to leap over the Amazon Creek after running across E or W
Amazon Drive, and will provide protected cycling space for families and students. The
corridor will benefit the community by increasing access and creating attractive public
improvements.

This pro;ect is in Clty of Eugene S Southeast Nelghborhood WhICh contams over 13,000
residents and serves a variety of recreational trips from throughout the city and region.
American Community Survey (ACS) data (2005-09) indicate about 6% of workers
_choose transit, 8% bicycle, and 3% walk to work. About 7% of family households in this
neighborhood are living in poverty which increases their reliance on viable, affordable
transportation options. About 20% of local residents are under the age of 17 and an
additional 10% are over the age of 70 years. Creating better facilities will enable
cyclists, pedestrians, and transit users of all ages to coexist in greater comfort and with
reduced anxiety. Developing additional creek crossings will also eliminate risky
behaviors employed by some transit users to cross the creek and improved bicycle
facilities will facilitate non-motorized travel to popular Eugene destinations such as the

: Ridgeline Trail.

Replacmg the existing creek crossmg (PI’OjeCt #249) and |mprovmg the blcycle facnlltles
on E/W Amazon Drives (Project #26, #46) are listed as first tier priority projects in the
Pedestrian and Bicycle Master Plan. TransPlan (Eugene's transportation system plan)
lists the bicycle project on E/W Amazon Drives as a future project (Project #293). In
addition, the Metro Waterways Plan for the restoration of Amazon Creek shows three
crossings of the creek within the project area; there is currently one crossing. City of
Eugene voters will likely be asked to vote on a street repair bond in November 2012. If
the bond passes, E/W Amazon drive will be reconstructed within 5 years. If this grant is
awarded, the city will be able to implement the proposed transportation enhancements
in a cost effective manner and design the entire project at once. Without the grant
funds, the streets will be reconstructed primarily as-is with only minimal bike/ped
improvements and no additional creek crossings.
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The shared use path from Amazon Park to Tugman Park narrows from 12’ to 8’ and
then to 5’ through Tugman Park (top left). The 5’ sidewalk through Tugman park is

used by cyclists and pedestrians (top right). Solutions may include widening the
sidewalk to shared use path standards.

The bike lanes on East and West Amazon drives are less than 4’ wide in some
locations and crowded by vegetation (top left). The existing Amazon Creek
crossing is narrow and not ADA accessible (top right). Solutions may include
replacing the bridge, adding more crossings, and improving the bikeway.
